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The Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children), Act 2015 (amended in 2021) has a
provision of SAA-CCI linkage. The section 66(1) stipulates that all the institutions registered under
this act, which may not have been recognized as Specialized Adoption Agencies, shall also ensure
that all orphan, abandoned or surrendered children under their care are reported, produced and
declared legally for adoption, by the Committee as per the provisions of section 38. Section 66(2)
states that all institutions referred to in sub-section (1) shall developed formal linkages with nearby
Specialized Adoption Agency and shall furnish details of the children declared legally free for
adoption to that Specialized Adoption Agency along with all relevant records in the manner as may
be prescribed, for the placement of such children in adoption.
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2. The detailed procedure of SAA-CCI linkage has been laid down in the Adoption Regulations
2022. Accordingly, the role and responsibilities of different stakeholders are given below:
