As you may be aware, CARA is a statutory body under JJ Act 2015 (amended 2021)
mandated to inter alia promote in-country adoptions and regulate inter- country adoptions in the
country. In order to promote legal adoptions in the country, CARA has developed Protocols on
different aspects of adoption in easy and understandable language.

2. In our commitment to promote legal adoptions in India and therefore, the Protocols
(Adoptions made simple) have been printed in English and Hindi for wider dissemination amongst
its stakeholders such as members of District Child Protection Units (DCPUs), Child Welfare
Committees (CWCs), Specialized Adoption Agencies (SAAs), Childcare Institutions (CCls), Chief
Medical Officers (CMOs), District Magistrates (DMs) among others.

As you all are aware that Central Adoption Resource Authority (CARA) is a statutory body of
Ministry of Women and Child Development (MWCD), Government of India. It functions as the
nodal body for adoption of Indian children.

As envisaged in Section 68 of the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act,2015 (as
amended in 2021), CARA is mandated to promote in-country adoptions; facilitate in-country
adoptions; frame regulations on adoption related matters, regulate inter-country Adoptions
and function as Central Authority under the Hague Convention for Inter-country Adoptions.

CARA primarily deals with the adoption of Orphan, Abandoned and Surrendered Children
through its associated/recognized adoption agencies. Additionally, Relative Adoption,
Adoption by Step Parents and Foster Adoption are also being facilitated by CARA.

The adoption process is carried out by CARA in accordance with the provisions of the Juvenile
Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015 (as amended in 2021 and enforced w.e.f. 01-
09-2022) and Adoption Regulations, 2022 (notified on 23-09-2022). The entire adoption
process is carried out online through the designated portal i.e. Child Adoption Resource
Information and Guidance System (CARINGS).

In this booklet, CARA has prepared and compiled some protocols related to adoption
procedure in a simplified manner in order to orient, aware and facilitate the Stakeholders as
well as Prospective Adoptive Parents (PAPs).

We look forward for your co-operation to ensure a loving family for each and every child in
need of care and protection.

SAA-CCI Linkage

The Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children), Act 2015 (amended in 2021) has a
provision of SAA-CCI linkage. The section 66(1) stipulates that all the institutions registered

under this act, which may not have been recognized as Specialized Adoption Agencies, shall
also ensure that all orphan,abandoned or surrendered children under their care are reported,
produced and declared legally for adoption, by the Committee as per the provisions of section
38. Section 66(2) states that all institutions referred to in sub-section (1) shall developed
formal linkages with nearby Specialized Adoption Agency and shall furnish details of the
children declared legally free for adoption to that Specialized Adoption Agency along with all
relevant records in the manner as may be prescribed, for the placement of such children in

adoption.

The detailed procedure of SAA-CCI linkage has been laid down in the Adoption Regulations

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Identification of children in five categories

Adoption Regulations 2022 and Model Foster Care Guidelines provide systematic and child
centric approach to place a child in need of care and protection in adoption, foster care as well
as foster care leading to foster adoption.

Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in the matter of W.P.C No(s).1003/2021 on 20-11-2023
directed States/UTs to carry out identification drive every two months to identify children in
the orphan, abandoned and surrendered(OAS) category and identify children languishing in
Child Care Institutions (CCls)*and those not reaching CCls and ensure their registration
online. The children may be classified into five categories, i.e. orphan, abandoned,
surrendered,unfit guardian and children with no visitations.

Finding children who have no visitation or whose parents are unfit takes a thorough
approach,which usually entails cooperation amongst several stakeholders such as the Police,
Child Welfare Committee (CWC), District Child Protection Unit (DCPU), Specialized Adoption
Agency (SAA) and Child Care Institution (CCl) among others.

Broad classification of children

The five categories of children where they may find themselves in need of care and protection

affecting their family dynamics or guardianship arrangements are stated below:

a) ‘Orphan’ means a child - (i) who is without biological or adoptive parents or legal
guardian; or (ii) whose legal guardian is not willing to take, or capable of taking care of
the child; [Section 2(42) *]
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d)

‘Abandoned Child’ means a child deserted by his biological or adoptive parents or

guardians, who has been declared as abandoned by the Committee (Child Welfare

Committee) after due inquiry; [Section 2(1) *]

‘Surrendered Child’ means a child,who is relinquished by the parent or guardian to the

Committee (Child Welfare Committee), on account of physical, emotional, and social

factors beyond their control, and declared as such by the Committee (Child Welfare
Committee); [Section 2(60) *]

‘No Visitation’ - Children are having no guardian and those who are not in contact with

their guardians for several years [Rule 17 (x) **].

“Children having Unfit Guardian”-

who is mentally ill or mentally or physically challenged or suffering from
terminal or incurable disease, having no one to support or look after or having
parents or guardians unfit to take care, if found so by the Board or the
Committee [Section 2(14) (iv)*];

incapacitated,by the Committee or the Board, to care for and protect the safety
and well-being of the child [Section [2(14) (v)*];

“children having unfit guardian” means whose parent or guardian is unable or
unwilling for parenting, unable or unwilling to take care of the child and severe
cases of substance abuse, known to have abused or neglected the child, having
criminal record, in need of care themselves, mentally unsound etc. Children of
allsuch parents shall be classified under this category.

**Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Model Rules, 2022
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Procedure to be followed in case of Children with No Visitation

A holistic approach addressing the complex issues surrounding such children is reflected in

the procedure, which is contingent upon the particular context, jurisdiction, and legal

frameworks in place. Assessment, intervention, support, and advocacy for the child's best

interests and well-being are prioritised in all the steps mentioned below:-

a)

d)

Case workers or child welfare officers at Child Care Institutions (CCls) shall report
potential cases of no visitation to the District Child Protection Unit (DCPU) and CWC
through Individual Care Plans (ICPs) with updated status.

Lack of visitation for one year raises concerns and it requires closer scrutiny to
determineif the child's welfare is being compromised.

The Child Welfare Committee (CWC) initiates an assessment by instructing case
workers or child welfare officers to evaluate the family's circumstances and reasons
for the lack of visitation and accordingly, interventions may be provided to facilitate
reunification if possible.

The CWC decides the legal status of such children based on necessary documents like
Social Investigation Report (SIR- Form 22), Individual Care Plan (ICP- Form 7), and the
child's case history (Form 43) prepared by case workers or child welfare officers.

The CWC considers various factors such as the child's age, efforts of the biological or
extended family to maintain a healthy relationship, consent of the biological parent or
guardian for alternate care, and availability of prospective foster families before
making any decision.
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CCls and DCPU encourage visitation of parent(s) or guardian, keep pertinent records,
and educate biological parents or guardians about the negative effects of long-term
institutionalisation on the child; offer counselling services to parents or guardians and
older children to enable them to take informed decisions which may include family
reunification or alternate family care through foster care and adoption.

CCls shall provide details of children under no visitation category to the concerned
DCPU for registration on the designated portal for maintaining accurate records and
monitoring.

The CWC conducts mandatory quarterly reviews based on status reports prepared by
case workers or child welfare officers to assess progress and for their early
deinstitutionalisation.

Procedure to be followed in case of

Children having Unfit Guardian/ Parent

The following process may be adhered to identify children with unfit guardians, with a focus

on determining the child's legal status, coordinating with medical boards for assessments of

the parent’s/guardian’s fitness, restoring the child, and conducting routine reviews for

deinstitutionalisation:-

a)

b)

If the child's biological parents/ guardians (wherever applicable) are mentally
challenged or mentally ill, the Specialised Adoption Agency (SAA) or Child Care
Institution (CCI) shall coordinate with the medical board to obtain a certificate
declaring the biological parent/guardian unfit based on the severity of the disease.

The CWC directs the District Child Protection Unit (DCPU) to facilitate coordination

with the medical board, counselling of the biological family and older children,and any
other tasks deemed appropriate by the Committee.
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The CWC gathers pertinent information pertaining to the biological parent/ guardian
through different means to declare them unfit for reasons, i.e. abuse and neglect of
the child, having a criminal record, unable or unwilling to take care of the child and
severe cases of substance abuse.

The CWC ensures reunification and family preservation efforts if one of the biological
parentsis found unfit.

CCls and DCPU offer counselling services to parents or guardians to surrender the
child for rehabilitation and simultaneously counsel older children to prepare them for
alternate family care through foster care and adoption.

The CWC decides the legal status of such children based on necessary documents like
Social Investigation Report (SIR- Form 22), Individual Care Plan (ICP- Form 7), and the
child's case history (Form 43) prepared by case workers or child welfare officers.

CCls shall provide details of children under unfit parent/guardian category to the
concerned DCPU for registration on the designated portal for maintaining accurate
records and monitoring.

The CWC conducts mandatory quarterly reviews based on status reports prepared by
case workers or child welfare officers to assess progress and for their early
deinstitutionalisation.

*Child Care Institution (CCl) also means Specialised Adoption Agency as mentioned in section
2(21) of the J) Act 2015,(amended in 2021)
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Section 2(1)(s) of the Mental Healthcare Act (MHCA) 2017 defines - “Mental illness as
substantial disorder of thinking, mood, perception, orientation or memory that grossly
impairs judgment, behaviour, capacity to recognise reality or ability to meet the ordinary
demands of life, mental conditions associated with the abuse of alcohol and drugs but does
not include mental retardation which is a condition of arrested or incomplete development of
mind of a person,specially characterised by sub normality of intelligence”.

Section 38(3) of the JJ Act, 2015 (amended in 2021) provides that “Notwithstanding anything
contained in any other law for the time being in force a child of a mentally retarded parents or
a unwanted child of victim of sexual assault, such child may be declared free for adoption by
the Committee, by following the procedure under this Act”.

Regulation 6(18) of Adoption Regulations 2022 provides that “The procedure for declaring a
child of parents with mental illness or intellectual disability as legally free for adoption by the
Child Welfare Committee shall be done on the basis of a certificate reflecting mental disability
of the parents from the medical board constituted by the Central Government or the State
Government, as the case may be, as per the laws established by the Government of India, with

respect to the same”.

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IMPORTANCE OF ADOPTION COUNSELLING

Counselling in adoption contributes significantly in creating a positive bond between Adoptive Parents and Adopted Children which is
designed to help prospective adoptive parents, birth parents and older children.

It is the process of offering guidance, support,and therapeutic interventions to help individuals address and overcome various psychological,
emotional, or situational challenges and provide a safe environment to develop coping skills and work towards personal growth or problem
resolution.

A multi-disciplinary approach that leverages diverse expertise and perspectives is invaluable. Representatives from Specialized Adoption
Agencies (SAAs), counsellors from District Child Protection Units (DCPUs), experienced adoptive parents, and members of Child Welfare
Committees (CWCs) each bring unique insights and skills to the counselling process.

Regulation 30(4) and 35(2)(n) of Adoption Regulations 2022 elaborates on the role of Specialized Adoption Agencies (SAAs) in providing
counselling services to biological parents/ Prospective Adoptive Parents (PAPs) & children and the role of state authorities in ensuring that a
robust counselling system is established in the state.

The key issues to be addressed during the counseling
Biological Parents

& Treatbiological parents of asurrendered child with respect and dignity throughout the surrender process.

@ Educating them about consequences of surrender, asit s irrevocable.

@ Encourage the biological parents surrendering a child to provide maximum information about the background and
development of the child as well as their own health.

& Connecting them with government schemes for financial support.

@ Maintain confidentiality of unwed mother and biological parents.

& Socio-emotional challenges of a minor/unwed mother to be dealt sensitively.

&  Seeking clearance of medical board in case of mentally ill parents.

@ Counselthe surrendering parents and inform them about a possible root search, in future by their child.

Adoptive Parents

@ Ascertain the level of their preparedness and reinforce that acceptance of adoption is an alternative way of building
their family.

@ Emotional readiness to adopt an unrelated child and concerns about the social background of the child and genetic
factors.

Understanding the adverse childhood experiences/ trauma of the child.

Post adoption counselling necessary for parents and child much before they reach a crisis resulting in disruption or
dissolution.

Sharing the facts of adoption at an appropriate age with the child.

Understanding Adoption of Children having Special Needs

“Special Needs Child” means a child who is suffering from any disability as provided in the Rights
of Persons with Disabilities Act 2016 as given in schedule XVIIl and schedule Il (Part-E) of
Adoption regula tions 2022 [Regulation 2(25)].These children without family, face physical,
mental,emotional or developmental challenges that require emotional, medical or therapeutic

attention.

The children can have medical conditions that are either chronic or require ongoing
treatment and follow up.

Children might have faced traumain the past.
Many older children and adolescents who are not adopted have special needs.

Special needs children may get left behind and languish in Child Care Institutions, if they do
not find family early.

Provisions of Adoption Regulations 2022

Chief Medical Officers (CMO) have been entrusted to certify the health status of any child as

having special needs and also encourage treatment of such children under various schemes

of government.(Regulation 37)

Rules relaxed for Prospective Adoptive Parents (PAPs) to adopt children having Special

Needs:

> Flexibility of age criteria for prospective adoptive parents adopting special needs
children or children who fall into the hard-to-place category [Reg.41(16)]

> They may reserve a Special Needs Child through direct reservation irrespective of
seniority as soon as their Home Study Report (HSR) is uploaded on CARINGS.

> They can opt for Special Needs Child even if they had initially given their preference for a
Child having normal health status.[Regulation 44 (8)]
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> PAPs having two or more children are not eligible to adopt a child with normal health
status, however, they are permitted to adopt a child having special needs. [Regulation 5

(7)].

> There is no waiting period to adopt such children and the parents can visit the adoption
agency soon after reservation and complete the adoption process. If parents decide not
to take custodyof child after reserving them, it has no bearing on their seniority.

Preparing PAPs

Preparing prospective adoptive parents (PAPs) to adopt special needs requires education,
empathy, and preparation for unique challenges. Key strategies include pre & post adoption
counseling,emotional preparation,support network building, health and therapy access, long-
term planning, regular follow-up and support, community and social integration, and
awareness events and resources for sibling relationship.

Express your Love for a Special Needs Child

Educate and nurture them at par with other kids.

Try tounderstand their emotions.

Make them feel normal and play with them regularly.

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DISRUPTION & DISSOLUTION

WHAT IS DISRUPTION & DISSOLUTION?

Disruption: It means the child being unmatched from the adoptive family due to non-adjustment of
both the child and the adoptive family with each other after placement, but prior to the completion of

the legal process of adoption [Regulation 2(9)]

Dissolution: It means the annulment of the adoption legally, due to non-adjustment of both the child
and the adoptive family with each other, after the adoption order has been obtained from the DM

[Regulation 2(10)].

The procedure of Disruption and Dissolution in In-country adoption is specified in the Regulation 14(5)
&14(6) of the Adoption Regulation 2022 respectively.

PROCEDURE:

¥

In case of non-adjustment, PAPs/Adoptive Parents shall report to the DCPU/SAA concerned in
the place of habitual residence and also intimate the Adoption Agency from where the child

taken in PAFC.

Once intimated, DCPU/SAA shall arrange two counselling sessions of the PAPs and the child (in
case the childisabove 5 years) to explore the possibility of reconciliation.

In case the counselling is not successful, the child shall be taken back to the Adoption Agency
which processed the case under intimation to DCPU and SARA concerned.

The DCPU/SAA shall forward the reports explaining the reason of non-adjustment to the
Adoption Agency which placed the child in PAFC.
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In case the application has been filed with the DM, it shall be withdrawn immediately with prior
intimation from the concerned authorities/agencies.

If adoption order has already been issued (dissolution), DM shall issue an annulment order as
per Schedule XXXIV.

The DCPU/SAA shall forward the reports explaining the reason of non-adjustment to the
Adoption Agency which placed the child in PAFC.

ONLINE PROCESS ENABLED:

SAA level - SAA shall immediately update the profile of the child for disruption/dissolution. SAA
should also upload all the documents required for disruption / dissolution.

DCPU level - DCPU shall verify the information as well as the documents uploaded.
SARA level - SARA shall verify the profile and upload its recommendation letter

CARA level - CARA shall make a final assessment before taking final decision.

NOTE: If the adoptive parents are found to be the cause of the disruption or dissolution, they shall be
barred from the adoption.

Report is not required when the child is found to be having Special Needs and the PAPs do notwant to continue.

PROCESS FOR PROSPECTIVE FOSTER PARENTS (PFPs)

Prospective Foster Parents (PFPs) do self-registration on CARINGS portal.

Documents related to Prospective Foster Parents (PFPs) are uploaded in CARINGS by the PFPs
themselves.

Home Study Report (HSR) of the prospective foster parents is conducted and uploaded by DCPU within
30days of receipt of application.

* PFPs can view and reserve children of immediate placement and having special needs, along with
other childrenin need of care and protection whose age is greater than 6 years.

PROCESS FOR CHILDREN

Registration of “No Visitation” and “Unfit Parent/Guardian” children is done by DCPU.

Photograph of the child is uploaded. Social Investigation Report (Form 22) and Individual Care Plan
(Form 7) of the child is prepared and uploaded on CARINGS by DCPU.

MATCHING PROCESS

6.

DCPU is able to see all children and PFPs of his state in CARINGS, but matching of children with the PFPs
canonly be done by the DCPU where the child is located.

When matching, DCPU must submit "Duration of Foster Care" in both the ‘from and to’ format, as well as
"Undertaking by PFP" (Form 33) and "CWC's Foster Care Placement" order (Form 32). Additionally, DCPU
will upload CWC's monthly inspection (form 35).

PROCESSING FOSTER ADOPTION

Foster adoption will be active only after 2 years of successful completion of foster care duration subject
to uploading of LFA certification of the child and consent letter of both PFPs and child.

After successfully processing the case, the case will be visible at SARA’s end for verification. Further, the
case will reflect in CARINGS portal for issuance of pre-approval letter.

After pre-approval letter is issued by CARA, the case is forwarded to District Magistrate via DCPU for
issuance of Adoption Order on CARINGS.
